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You can use cutting, pasting and replacing to complete the song, with all ten animals, without ever typing any words!
a dog


woof

a cat


meow

a sheep


baa

a pig


oink (Remember! You will need to replace a with an, and A with An.)

a horse


neigh

a duck


quack

a rhinoceros

snort

a Tyrannosaurus Rex
screech

Notice that, with the addition of every new animal, you have to repeat all the animal sounds starting with the new one and going through the list of animals, always ending up with a chicken The last verse about a Tyrannosaurus Rex will be fairly long!

To copy, drag through the text you want to copy and hit Ctrl-C.

To paste, click the left mouse button on the spot where you want to paste, and hit Ctrl-V.

To replace, use Edit/Replace or Ctrl-H (in Microsoft Word) or Edit/Find & Replace or Ctrl-F (in WordPerfect).  (Remember that you can copy and paste words into the "Find" and "Replace" spaces. This is how you will avoid any typing. All the necessary new words are at the top of the page.) Here's how to do it:

1. First, you want to add the dog. Drag through the first verse (a chicken) and copy it  Make sure you include the empty line of space that follows the verse.

2. Click on the page anywhere under the end of the song. That will put the cursor under the last verse, the end of the song as we have it so far.

3. Paste the chicken verse into the end of the song. Don't worry if the verse splits up into two pieces across two pages. This document has page numbering that will keep everything in order when you finally print out.

4. Open the Replace window (Edit/Replace, Ctrl-H or Edit/Find & Replace, Ctrl-F).

5. Select, Copy and Paste chicken into the "Find What" space.

6. Now find the word dog anywhere on the page (right here, for example). Select it. Copy it. Now paste it into the "Replace With" space.

7. Now select the verse that you pasted at the end of the song by dragging through it. This is the chicken verse that we want to change to a dog verse. By selecting it, we are telling the program not to make replacements in other verses of the song, just this one.

8. Use the techniques of finding and replacing to turn the chicken into a dog.

9. Do the same thing to change the cluck into a woof. Select, copy and paste cluck into the  "Find What" space. Select, copy and paste woof into the "Replace With" space. Now select this whole verse by dragging through it. Replace the clucks with woofs. You can hit the Replace All button or Replace them one at a time. There are eight clucks to change.

10. Now you need to add the previous animals to the end of the verse. Select the ending of the cow verse, above. The "ending" is everything after the first two lines. Copy it.

11. Select only the last line of the new dog verse, Old MacDonald had a farm E-I-E-I-O! Now use the paste command. That will put in the correct ending, with all the previous animals. Now continue with the cat, sheep, pig, and so on. Don't forget the special case of an oink for the pig (not *a oink).

12. When you have finished, get rid of these directions. You can do that quickly in several ways. First, drag through everything above the song (these instructions) to select the part to delete. Now hit the Delete key or hit Ctrl-X. 

13. Now that you have only the song, save it as oldmacdonald. Remember to use Save As and not Save so that you can save your completed work under a new name. The old name, oldmac, is the document that contains these directions. You don't want to alter it.

14. Finally, take a deep breath, and sing the song with your classmates.
