             I wish you knew how to make love like a gentleman. 
                      If you knew how to make love like a gentleman, I would have sex with you.
2. Rodney isn’t tall enough. He can’t play basketball with us. 
             I wish Rodney were tall enough. 
                      If he were tall enough, he could play/would be able to play basketball with us.
3. Pat doesn’t buy nutritious food. Her kids aren’t healthy. 
             I wish Pat bought/would buy nutritious food. 
                      If she bought nutritious food, her kids would be healthier.
4. You can’t drive. You can’t pick my daughter up at school. 
             I wish you could drive. 
                      If you could drive, you could pick/would be able to pick my daughter up at school.
5. You are so stupid. You don’t know how to follow directions. 
             I wish you weren’t so stupid. 
                      If you weren’t so stupid, you would know how to follow directions.
6. I have a headache. I won’t have sex with you. 
             I wish I didn’t have a headache. 
                      If I didn’t have a headache, I would have sex with you.
7. I don’t have a condom. I won’t have sex with you. 
             I wish I had a condom. 
                      If I had a condom, I would have sex with you.
8. Billy doesn’t pay attention in class. He doesn’t know what to do. 
             I wish Bill paid/would pay attention in class. 
                      If he paid attention in class, he would know what to do.
9. You drink so much. You get into fights. 
             I wish you didn’t drink so much. 
                      If you didn’t drink so much, you wouldn’t get into fights.
10. Alan doesn’t plan ahead. He doesn’t get things done on time. 
             I wish Alan planned/would plan ahead. 
                      If he planned ahead, he would get things done on time.
11. I need money. I have to ask you for help. 
             I wish I didn’t need money. 
                      If I didn’t need money, I wouldn’t have to ask you for help.
12. Frank doesn’t have a decent job. Sandra won’t marry him. 
             I wish Fred had a decent job. 
                      If you he had a decent job, Sandra would marry him.
13. Ellen has a baby. She can’t go out with us on weekends. 
             I wish Ellen didn’t have a baby. 
                      If she didn’t have a baby, she could go/would be able to go out with us on weekends.
14. Nancy doesn’t eat meat. She won’t come to our barbecue. 
             I wish Nancy ate meat. 
                      If she ate meat, she would come to our barbecue.
15. Jennie loves David so much. She puts up with his abuse. 
             I wish Jennie didn’t love David so much. 
                      If she didn’t love him so much, she wouldn’t put up with his abuse.
16. Agnes isn’t nice. She doesn’t have a boyfriend. 
             I wish Agnes were nicer. 
                      If she were nicer, she would have a boyfriend.
17. I don’t have a license. I can’t drive you to the airport. 
             I wish I had a license. 
                      If I had a license, I could drive/would be able to drive you to the airport.
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
